Another year has turned and we are once again approaching Christmas and looking forward to 2025. 
 

As we enter into advent and prepare the way for God entering the world, I would like to reflect on how we 
make room for Jesus, how we prioritise Him in our lives – not just at this time of year, but every day. 
 

It can be so easy to allow other things to take priority – family, decorations, buying presents, preparing food, organising activities. We 
get swamped and our focus shifts from the babe in the manger to the man in the red suit.  

 My first encouragement, is don’t allow guilt to take over. Guilt is not from God, and it detracts from our worship. 

 My second point is to make small spaces for worship – have that chocolate advent calendar and each day as you open the door, 
thank God for the blessings of the new day. And as you eat the chocolate, give thanks for the sweetness of his love.  

 Finally, if you are able to, then come and celebrate at church with the Advent and Christmas Services. Enjoy the fellowship of 
your brothers and sisters in Christ as we sing the carols, pray and worship together.  

 

Starting on the 26th of November we are going to have a weekly bible study on Tuesdays at 7pm in the church office for 4 weeks where 
we explore Making Room for Jesus – I hope that you can join us at these. 
 

2024 has been a busy year for us at Aberdeen North, and as we enter into 2025 we hope to take some time to enjoy where we are; to 
continue to build our relationships with local schools, to enjoy the Coffee Pot and Chat ‘n’ Snack and the fellowship we find there. 
 

Thank you for your prayers over the past 12 months, over the next year I ask you to pray for our missional activity in the communities 
of Mastrick, Northfield and Summerhill; to pray for the continuing building of connections with other churches in the area and to ask 
God for His guidance and blessing in all that we do in His name.

Serving our Community Together 

The past few months have been incredibly busy as we’ve embarked on a variety of new projects to 
serve and connect with our community. 
 

During the October school holidays, we were thrilled to host our Pizza Pilgrims Pizza Making workshops 
for children from across the city. The kids had so much fun getting hands-on with food, learning new 
skills, and expressing their creativity. The workshops were a huge hit—so much so that we were over-
subscribed! I’m delighted to share that due to popular demand, the workshops will return during the school in-service 
days in February. 
 

In early November, we also welcomed the Riding Lights Theatre Company for a special performance of Cups on a String, a 
heart-warming and powerful play. The performance marked the launch of our involvement with Transforming Lives for 
Good’s (TLG) Early Intervention Mentoring Project. This programme will see us working alongside Northfield UF and       
Sheddocksley Baptist Church to mentor children at Westpark Primary. The Cups on a String performance, set the tone for 
what we pray will be a transformative partnership. 
 

Thanks to a successful application to the Co-op Community Fund, we’ve been awarded a minimum of £1,000 to enhance 
our café with a community fridge and food pantry. This amount could increase as  people become members of the Co-op 
and choose Aberdeen North as their local cause. 

We were also able to partner with CFINE (Community Food Initiatives 
North East), by adding a Community Food Outlet to our Friday café    
provision. The initiative offers affordable fresh fruit and vegetables,    
promoting healthy eating and supporting families across our parish. 
 

It’s incredible to see how God is working through these projects, and we 
know there’s still so much more ahead. We’d love for you to join us on 
this journey! Whether it’s through your prayers, volunteering your time, 
or simply sharing a smile and spreading the word, there’s a way for    
everyone to get involved. 
 

Together, we can continue to make a real difference in our community, 
showing God’s love in practical, and tangible ways.
